NTT INDYCAR SERIES
It’ll be experience vs. youth in this year’s Long Beach racing highlight! Six- 
time series champion Scott Dixon, two-time champion Josef Newgarden and 
two-time Long Beach winner Alexander Rossi will lead a platoon of veteran 
drivers that also includes Takuma Sato and Will Power around the legendary
